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WHEN CHOOSING YOUR PLOT, 

THINK ABOUT THE FOLLOWING:

Do you really want a full plot? 

Half-size plots are available for only £23, if that would suit you better.

How important to you is security?

Plots next to the main routes are generally safer, because they are more visible and have more passers-by.

Do you need a shed? 

Sheds can be useful for shelter and storage, but attract vandals.

Do you expect to need vehicular access?

Some parts of the site are much easier to reach than others.

What is the condition of the plot boundary?

Rabbits love vegetables and young plants, so a good perimeter fence is a real asset. You will need to make sure your boundary is secure if you want to keep everything you grow.

What else exists there already?

Most allotments already have some perennial plants that you may want to keep, eg fruit trees, fruit bushes, asparagus ferns, rhubarb, rose bushes. There may also be a useful compost heap. When you start clearing the plot, work carefully and clear around your existing assets first! 

Can you manage tough weeds – brambles, nettles, docks, couch grass?

Experience suggests that if you try to clear everything at once, you may exhaust yourself before harvest-time. You will probably do best by thoroughly clearing one bed at a time and planting that area in the first year, covering or weedkilling the rest, then expanding year by year. So if you cannot commit yourself for several years, think about taking a half-size plot.
