This leaflet will explain how each of these charges is calculated and how to pay.


Your Deposit

When you take on your new allotment garden, you are asked to sign a tenancy agreement and pay a deposit. The deposit is a refundable sum you must pay at the beginning of your tenancy.

The 2004 deposit charge is:

Full- £30.00


Concession- £15.00


This deposit will be refunded on termination of your tenancy, subject to the plot being left in a good condition.

If your allotment garden is not left in a good and cultivated condition (please see tenancy agreement), your deposit will be retained and used towards the cost of returning the plot to a cultivable state.
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Your Annual Charge
Your annual charge (often simply referred to as ‘rent’) is made up of three components; the rent charged by the City Council, the amount for the water rate (this is a proportion of the water rate for the whole site), and a livestock charge which is only payable by tenants keeping livestock on their allotment garden.

For those tenants entitled to a concessionary charge, this has been calculated by reducing the rent portion of the annual charge by approximately one half. We are not able to discount the water rate because it is charged by the water company.
