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30 Years and Still Growing

We marked three decades of work
with a series of events across the UK,
centring on a 30th anniversary event
in Nottingham during September. It
included a conference session,
workshops and site visits to local food
growing and gardening projects, plus
a civic reception hosted by the Lord
Mayor and a celebration ceilidh. A
bedding display in the shape of the
FCFCG logo was created in the
grounds of Nottingham Castle with a
dozen local groups contributing ideas.
Representatives from member groups
and other stakeholders attended the
Nottingham event.

Oral History Project

An oral history project recording the
growth of our movement was
launched at the 30th anniversary
event in Nottingham. The project,
funded by an award of £34,500 from
the Heritage Lottery Fund, was
launched by HLF's Sam Hunt, who
also invited delegates to create a 'five
minute book' about their first
experiences of farms, gardens and
allotments, what inspired them to
become involved, and their aspirations
for the future of the movement. Some
of the quotes collected are on the
calendar side of this publication.
Further oral history sessions were run
at the event and we have produced a
DVD toolkit for our members to
organise their own oral history
seminars. A hundred copies will be
distributed and 20 witness seminars
will be held around the UK, when
stalwarts from well-established city
farms and community gardens will
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recall their experiences. A number of
one-to-one interviews will also be
held, while copies of documents and
photographs charting the movement's
history will be collected to create an
archive. When the project ends next
summer, a summary of the findings
will appear on the FCFCG website. A
celebration event will also take place
in Bristol.

Start Tour with HRH

FCFCG member groups featured on a
five day tour by HRH The Prince of
Wales around some of the UK's best
examples of sustainable living. The
Royal Tour included visits to Ouseburn
Farm in Tyneside, the Incredible Edible
project in Todmorden, Yorkshire and
Arkwright Meadows Community
Gardens in Nottingham as part of
Start, a national initiative by The
Prince's Charities Foundation to
promote and celebrate sustainable
living.

Minister’s Tour

Communities Minister Andrew Stunell
was the first coalition minister to be
given a tour of an FCFCG member
project. He visited Hackney City Farm
in London to get an insight into how
community farming and gardening
groups contribute to their area and
create a wide range of opportunities
and benefits for local people. The
minister was keen to find out how the
work of city farms and community
gardens can contribute to the
Government's Big Society agenda.

Community Land Bank

The second stage of research into a
Community Land Bank to support
access to unused land for either
temporary or long term gardening use
by community groups, was completed
in 2010. Funded by the Department
for Communities and Local
Government and the Department for
Environment, Food and Rural Affairs,
the research has been shaped by
consultations and round table
meetings in pilot areas, featuring input
from landowners, local authorities,
community groups and other
stakeholders. At the time of writing,
we are in discussion with key stake-
holders and funders about setting up a
national demonstration project.
